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                           Breve descrizione: 
Il workshop inizierà con un'introduzione, spiegazione ed esempi di stampe litografiche. 
L’obiettivo del workshop non è solo quello di sviluppare una conoscenza della litografia su 
pietra, ma di spingere gli studenti ad un approccio più sperimentale e pittorico attraverso 
questa tecnica versatile, consentendogli di lavorare in modo innovativo e sperimentale alla 
creazione del segno. Gli studenti realizzeranno immagini policrome attraverso una 
combinazione di litografia tradizionale e soap lytography. Questa è una tecnica pittorica molto 
espressiva che consente di fare segni più spontanei, spesso imprevedibili. 
Gli studenti sperimenteranno con oggetti trovati e texture, stencil e mascherature. Ci 
saranno dimostrazioni pratico-teoriche di ogni fase del processo. 

 
Breve Biografia 

 
Paul Dewis was born and works in Lon- 
don. His practice is driven and main- 
tained by a focus on experimentation and 
hybridity. Paul works across all 
printmaking processes, painting, book 
arts and textile printing. Within Paul’s 
work boundaries between painting and 
printmaking are often blurred. Aspects of 
one combine with and inform the other. 
For example, a recent body of work made 
in response to the aban- doned modernist 
building of Saint Pe- ters Seminary in 
Scotland, included a series of painted 
works that combined processes of both 
painting, collagraph and woodcut. 
Recently Paul has been concentrating on 
a series of large multi layered woodcuts. 
The starting point for these works are 
usually black and white contact sheets of 
photographs taken by the artist, usu- ally 
images of wasteland, weeds, boarders, 
perimeter fencing, enclosed 

and cordoned off spaces within the urban environment. The photographic prints/contact 
sheets are processed in the darkroom by dripping, squirting and painting the developer, 



 

 

 
 

stop and fix chemicals directly onto the photographic paper. Sections of these are then 
scanned and enlarged to form the basis for the woodcuts. With the woodcuts an aspect 
inherent with my working methods and choice of this way of working is the challenge of 
translating the spontaneous chemical marks created in the darkroom, into the more graphic 
language of the woodcut. The woodcut for Paul becomes a space to experiment and bring 
together disparate elements within a single image. 

 
For the past year Paul has also been working on two large book art projects Ten Objects and 
Via Panoramica, both using soap resist etching. Paul Dewis is a Printmaking Techni- cian at 
Central Saint Martins, University of the Arts London and a Printmaking Tutor at Morley 
College, London. Paul exhibits nationally and internationally.
